Each year plants are chosen due to outstanding performance at these three locations.
2005 Winners

All best in full sun except Alternanthera and Impatiens.

Alternanthera Party Time - Variegated foliage plant with green, pink, and white leaves.  A mounding grower that lights up a shady spot where it does best.

Angelonia Serena White - Compact and bushy with good summer long flowering.

Celosia Fresh Look series - Flame type flowers on a compact plant that takes the heat.

Helenium Dakota Gold - Improved native with a mounding habit that is smothered in flowers for the entire growing season.

Impatiens Firefly series - Mounding plants with “billions” of miniature flowers.  Needs shade.

Ornamental Pepper Black Pearl - Beautiful dark purple foliage and dark red peppers on a compact plant.

Scoparia Mellongolly Blue - Finally, a fine textured foliage plant with tiny blue flowers that cools down a sunny hot spot in the garden.

Sedum ‘Carl’ - Excellent perennial that reblooms during the summer with foliage that holds its color in the heat.

2004 Winners

All best in full sun except Impatiens.

Ageratum Artist series - Vigorous with large flowers.
Duranta Gold Edge - Beautiful golden variegation with no flowering.  About 2 feet in the first season.
Eragrostis Wind Dancer - Very airy effect that is best mixed with other perennials.
Euphorbia Diamond Frost - small mounding plant with thousands of small white flowers all summer.
Heliotropium Azure Skies - Nice edger or ground cover with blue flowers.  Takes wide range of conditions including reflected heat.
Pentas Graffiti Violet - Nice compact plants with good summer color.
Phlox Intensia series - Only mounding phlox I know of that takes our summer heat.  Is smothered in flowers all season long.
Portulaca Fairytale Sleeping Beauty and Cinderella - Bright double flowers that are not for the faint at heart.
Sedum Angelina - Excellent ground hugging type that looks great year-round.  Great yellow green foliage that even survives hard freezes in containers.
Trailing Impatiens Fanfare Fuchsia - Impatiens on steroids.  Large plants with large flowers.  Great for shady areas.
Vinca First Kiss Blueberry - Novel new color for vinca, a long time summer favorite for our area.
Zinnia Profusion Fire - A mounding type zinnia that is disease resistant and covered with flowers all summer long.

2003 Winners

All best in full sun.

Begonia Stara Series - Stands up to full sun in our area better than most other varieties.  White and Pink are the best.

Coleus Amora - Nice foliage color and no flowering.

Coleus Merlot - Nice foliage color and little flowering.

Phillipine Lily (Lilium formasanum) - Beautiful White Lily for summer blooming in our climate.

Penta Galaxy Series - Polaris is the best (white).  Very vigorous, but not too tall.

Ornamental Pepper Chilly Chili - Brilliantly colored fruit that are born upright above compact plants.

Ornamental Sweet Potato Sweet Caroline Series - Not as vigorous as other types.  The Bronze color is unique to this series.

Salvia leucantha Santa Barbara - Excellent for fall and more compact than the species.

2002 Winners

All best in full sun.

Alternanthera Purple Knight - Great foliage.  Looks great with Tidal Wave Silver.
Cleome Linde Armstrong - mounding with good flowering all summer.
Miscanthus Adagio - Reaches mature size in first season.  Smaller than many other in this group.
Ornamental Pepper Explosive Ember - Purple foliage with multicolored fruit.
Petunia Tidal Wave Silver - Very tough in our heat and humidity and survives most winters.
Variegated Tapioca - Tropical.  The more heat the better.
