Dallas Arboretum 2005 Angelonia Trials


In Summer of 2005 only 8 varieties of Angelonia were trialed.  This included the Serena Series, Carita Series, and Angelface Series.  Overall the Serena Series performed the best but it was neck and neck with Carita Purple.  The lowest performer was the Angelface Series.  The Serena Series stayed compact and maintained dark foliage as well as being a prolific bloomer.  The Carita Series, except for Carita Purple, did not bloom for a long period of time and would only put out a few blooms here and there.  The growth habit was leggy and towards the end of the summer would fall over from the center.  The Angelface Series did the same thing.  It barely bloomed and had a very leggy growth habit.
